REMINDERS:

· Plan ahead - It can take 6-12 months to review, collect required data, submit a state application to HRSA, and for HRSA to approve a new MUA/MUP  designation.

· No guarantees – We do everything possible to respond to requests for new MUA/MUP  designations, but CANNOT guarantee that an area will meet the criteria required by federal law (e.g., shortage of primary care physicians, high poverty rate, high infant mortality/low-birth weight, AND high percent over age 65).
· MUA/MUP designation is required when a brand new organization applies for federal CHC New Access Point (NAP) funding OR applies to be certified as a Federally Qualified Health Center Look-Alike.
· MUA/MUP designation is not required to submit a CHC Planning Grant, but will be required before submitting a New Access Point application.

· MUA/MUP designation is NOT required for an existing CHC to apply to develop a clinical site in a new community.
